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The European Gay Men's Sex Survey 2011: Regional Feedback Seminars
In summer 2010 over 18,000 men in the UK took part in the National Gay Men's Sex Survey (GMSS), which formed the British arm of a pan-European survey (EMIS) in which over 180,000 men took part. This is the first time the same questions have been asked across a range of countries, providing a new and unique view of gay life across Europe.

 

Sigma Research in collaboration with CHAPS Partners are planning regional feedback seminars on this exciting community-based research project. The seminars will introduce the background to the survey, look at the response across Europe, and compare key variables for the UK and other countries, as well as comparing the UK regions with each other.

 

Seminars last approximately 2 hours. They consist of presentations, Q&A and group discussions and can be focussed on local concerns.
