Late Diagnosis in NW England, in 2007
Late diagnosis is a significant and serious issue in NW England, according to Health Protection Agency analysis. North West England Primary Care Trusts have some of the  worst late diagnosis rates in the country, with an average of 35.9% people diagnosed late, compared with the national average of 31%. 
NOTE in this 2007 table the Health Protection Agency used a much lower definition of late diagnosis ( CD4 count under 200) than now. In 2011 the late diagnosis definition is a CD4 count of below 350. If we used that definition in this table, you need to add around 26% to these figures.
